Why is this important to displaced 

women?

ÅOver 65 million people have 
been forced into exile, 
including 21million refugees, 
over half under 18

Å Another 10 million people are 
stateless, denied healthcare, 
education, employment and 
freedom of movement

Å Displaced women face loss of 
reproductive health services, 
and increased risk of sexual 
exploitation and violence



Why is this important to disabled 

women?

Å10% of the worldôs 
population lives with a 
disability, they are most 
often women in the  
Global South where 
abortion laws are more 
restrictive

ÅPeople with disabilities 
are more likely to be 
victims of violence or 
rape, and less likely to 
obtain police intervention 
or preventive care
